New Life Nursery School seeks to be an inclusive, caring and inspirational school providing opportunities for  children, staff and families to develop physically, emotionally and spiritually in an environment where
 everyone is valued.

Parent Partnership Policy
In all literature produced by New Life Nursery School the term parent refers to the mother, father, legal guardians and primary carers of children in public care.
At New Life Nursery School we believe strongly in developing good working relationships with parents and their children. We acknowledge that parents are the primary caregivers and teachers of their children and welcome their views and comments as important input to support their children’s development.
We ask parents to fill out a registration form detailing their child’s needs and ask that they advise us of any changes as they occur. 

We obtain consent for: use of photographs; administration of medicines; accompanying children to hospital; changing clothing; application of sun cream; outings from the Nursery School; contacting playgroups and schools; and use of the internet. Any required signature must be that of a person with legal responsibility for the child.

We supply parents with an information booklet containing useful contact information, policy information, term dates, etc. 
We ask that parents encourage children to follow the rules within the Nursery School and ensure children are suitably dressed and prepared for the activities on offer.
Parents are kept informed of what is happening in the Nursery School by use of parents’ noticeboards, newsletters and the Nursery School website. We also have a Facebook page.

Photographs and children’s work are displayed on the walls. Parents are advised of the location of the Nursery School’s Policies and Procedures file which they are free to view on request. Our polices are also available to view on our website and we are happy to supply copies of policies to parents on request.
We welcome parents into the Nursery School at the beginning of each session, to talk to staff and engage with their children in activities. If parents require privacy to discuss with the Teacher in Charge or key worker a matter relating to their child, we will endeavour to accommodate this or arrange a suitable time as soon as possible. 

We hope that parents feel free to ask our staff for advice or information they require, talk about issues they have concerns about and give their views on matters relating to their child. We will do our best to answer questions as honestly as we are able. Where particular advice is required we will try and put parents in contact with the appropriate bodies.
Each child is allocated a key worker who is responsible for developing particularly close relationships with a child and their parents, assessing the child’s progress, maintaining the child’s assessment records in the form of an online Learning Journey and passing on information to parents and the Teacher in Charge. Parents are able to view their child’s records at any time and we would encourage parents to add their own observations, comments and photographs to their child’s Learning Journey.

Parents Consultation Meetings will be arranged once each term to enable parents to have a short meeting with their child’s key worker to discuss their child’s progress. Parents will also receive a detailed report on their child’s progress in the Summer Term.

Once children are settled we are happy for parents to help in the Nursery and we value their skills. (For all parental help, there may be restrictions on activities, such as toileting, and no-one without a current DBS check will be left unsupervised with children). We encourage and are grateful for parents to accompany their children on trips and outings arranged by the Nursery School. 

Each year we ask parents to complete a short questionnaire. The questionnaires remain anonymous and confidential and the Nursery school uses the information to adjust and improve our teaching and learning standards.
We encourage links between nursery and home learning by offering a small book library and a Home Activity Bag library service with bags full of different activities for parents and children to share at home. We occasionally also send activities home, e.g. a Christmas Advent activity pack or a Chatterbox. 
We invite parents to participate in Sports Day in our local park and occasional other extra-curricular activities, such as a charity walk.
New Life Nursery School is part of New Life Baptist Church. Parents will be advised of church services and activities which are particularly suitable for the children and will be encouraged and supported in attending and participating in these where possible.
